Training modules

1 Training needs of journalists and media stakeholders. Needs assessment.

Sexism and its particularly problematic facets that appear in the public sphere form a complex area
of knowledge and practice. The experts that are called to train professional journalists in the
workshops organized by the program have traced those and worked on the specific areas in which the
specific socio- historical conditions in Greece offer a terrain and / or encourage sexism.

The experts involved in the program from its inception (from the University of Athens, the General
Secretariat for Gender Equality and from the Tsatsos Foundation), assessed that there is a gap of
understanding of sexism, in that sexism is not always detected by the parties involved, even by, if not
especially, by those against whom it is practiced. The gap recognized makes it obvious that firstly,
what needs to be ensured is training in the basic concepts of sexism (stereotypes, clichés, dilemmas),
and secondly but equally importantly, training in possible ways to address those and try to limit /
negate their effect in political debate / life.

In light of the particularly busy professional lives of journalists and media stakeholders, and specific
traits of the profession, it was also decided that along with analysis of sexist language and theory
about sexism, the training would also involve case studies and experiential role playing, showing in
practice the circumstances and ways to try to address them in the public sphere.

2. Design of the seminar

The workshops were designed using Biggs’ method of constructive alignment. Constructive
alignment is used in outcome-oriented teaching and learning activities and links the intended learning
outcomes (ILOs), teaching methods and assessment. Constructive alignment starts with the intended
outcomes and aligns teaching and assessment to them.

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2.1. Learning outcomes

Taking into account the findings and assessment of the experts, the learning outcomes
of the workshop span across three levels of learning described by Bloom’s Taxonomy:
knowledge, understanding and application.
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The learning outcomes of the workshop are defined as follows:

e To acquire knowledge on central concepts and principles of what sexism is and
how we encounter it (acquire knowledge)

e To define and wunderstand their semantic content and rationale
(understanding)

e To identify their relevance and link to real life situations (understanding)

e To apply them in cases and solve case studies on their basis (Applying)

2.2. Teaching and learning activities

Educational methods offer a vast array of alternative teaching and learning activities.
Traditional learning activities include teacher-centred methods, like lecturing, that aim
to explain knowledge and transfer information. Experiential methods promote student-
centred ones that aim to develop knowledge and skills through experience, give a
central role to learners and their peers.

Based on the experts’ assessment, the specific features of the target groups and the
specific context in which the seminar is taking place, the workshop will include a
combination of teaching and learner-centred activities with a strong focus towards the
latter, especially problem-based learning and peer learning.

The methods chosen to best achieve the desired learning outcomes are:

e Lectures and brief presentations on theoretical concepts

e Problem Based Training (PBT) in the form of group work around pre- selected
case studies focusing on the application of the above described concepts in the
context of (a) conducting public discussions in the media
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¥

(content, percentage of time allowed to which guest); (b) choice of participants
in media public debates (percentage of women); (c) content of news items
(coverage of “women’s” or “men’s” themes)

Peer learning through discussions in groups and exchange of views between

participants who lived through sexist situations / encountered sexism against

others

2.3. Assessment method

Common ways of learning assessment include diagnostic, formative or summative
assessments. For the purpose of the seminar summative assessment will be used to
assess the extent to which the most outcomes of the instruction have been reached based
on the self-perception of the students.

Based on the findings of the speakers the detailed content of the seminar will be the

following:
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Module 1: Introduction

These sessions will acquaint participants with the basic concepts of what sexism is,
stereotypes, the new framework promoted by the Council of Europe and its
implementation in several EU countries.

As such, it includes a general overview of the framework, with emphasis on the
structure, goals and field of application, as well as an analysis of the basic definitions
and concepts.

e Definition of sexism

o Keyactors -journalists, politicians, owners of media: role and
responsibilities

e Monitoring and proposals

Module 2: Implementation of basic concepts in public debate

These sessions will ensure that participants understand the key concepts of sexism and
the ways in which we encounter it in public life. Also, the rights of the people involved
in cases of sexism, so that the learners will understand their theoretical dimensions and
practical nuances. Participants will apply the concepts in practice by working on case
studies - both fictional and based on real-life examples - in small groups.
e Rights of the media stakeholders and the people address in media public sphere
e Case studies & Work in groups: the case studies will include questions on the
conditions under which sexism is encouraged, the effect on the rest of the
people involved in such social situations, and other relevant topics
e Discussions

Module 3: Special aspects of sexism in public debate — role playing /
personal stories

The aim of these sessions is to acquaint participants with ways in which sexism in the
public debate that is hosted by the media can be dealt with and / or prevented altogether.
The session will combine lectures with simple casestudies.

e Reversals and their effect on understanding / confronting sexism.

e (ase studies & Work in groups: the case studies will include questions on
how the participants have dealt with sexism in their own professional public
life, and compare with suggestions by experts.

e Discussion in plenary

Open discussion part of the sessions
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4. Teaching material
To support learning the following types of material will be used:
Classroom material including:

a) Handouts of PPT presentations
b) Case studies presentations
c) videos and text of official bodies on sexism and how to address / oppose it

Supporting material

Supporting material will be made available through a digital platform (which will be
provided by the General Secretariat for Gender Equality, partner to the program) to
which each participant will have access. This will include:

e PowerPoint presentations of the lecturers / speakers / experts (when provided)
e Administrative form templates
e Summaries of CJEU Decisions

Material for further study / future co-operation
This will include

e Written work provided by the experts - to be uploaded in the digital platform

e The formation of a network between the experts and the media stakeholders, so
that the journalists will be addressing sexism in the news and in their media
content

5. Evaluation

The evaluation of the seminar will be based on the input provided by participants who
will be filling in questionnaire forms. The questionnaires will be developed on the basis
of'a common format for all workshops, to ensure consistency. They will include general
questions on the participants’ overall satisfaction with the seminar programme and
organization, the learning methods, objectives and outcomes, and the training material
provided; a second set of questions will address in more detail their initial attitudes
towards sexism, as they enter the workshops, and a third set of questions any changes
in their attitudes as they exit the workshops.

Finally, participants will be requested to record their overall thoughts on the seminar,
general comments and ideas for further trainings in an open-ended question. Responses
will be provided anonymously.

This format will allow for an assessment of all different aspects of the seminar in an
objective and consistent manner.
